When a school tries to adapt itself to
everyone and every interest, it will suffer academic mediocrity. This is not the purpose of Castle Hills First
Baptist School; so we are unique in the curriculum we teach.

As parents, it is important for you to understand that your child will experience a period of adjustment to
our school. The adjustment may take upwards of nine weeks. We require your assistance in supporting
your child in developing good study habits. It is in the best interest of your student to provide a quiet study
location, free from distractions and a routine schedule time for study, meals and bedtime. If tutoring is
needed, your support in providing this is critical for the success of your child. Homework may seem
overwhelming at first. Please communicate with the teacher to determine the nature of the workload.
